Software demonstration of PhoneHub 
Please note the PhoneHub is a standalone alone self-contained single piece of computer hardware. You connect your cameras into the PhoneHub, and then connect your phone cable from the PhoneHub directly into the phone wall jack. Modem is included in the PhoneHub.

Please remember when viewing the current release that you can get 4 images from 4 different cameras every 4-5 seconds in color the images come in one at a time. The idea is to get an overview of a situation and then zoom in on a single camera for more frequent updates.  If you then pick one camera hit the stream image icon (second camera icon from the left) you will get 2-5 frames per second at CIF: 320 x 240 in color.

The product is positioned as a home security monitoring system or viewing system that you may view single or multiple shots over the phone consecutively it is not a real-time monitor or video system. These types of monitors or video devices cannot transmit multiple cameras from a remote location. You may use a standard home video camera or any CCTV camera as the input if you wish.

Our product also gives you the ability to transfer CCTV camera images or analog tape video camera images to JPEG files that may be saved to disk and later use them for other purposes i.e., web pages, sending email pictures to relatives making computer documents. 

Please dial in during daylight hours for Colorado Springs for best viewing. The 4 cameras in Colorado are different brand names with different lenses.

Default Password is VitalPoint (with a capital letter V and P all other letters lower case).

Please don’t try to modify them.

is 1-719-749-9054. This is the only unit on the phone line. This site has 4 cameras in and out doors this site can be viewed 24 hours per day. Best view during day light hours USA  Mountain time.

All hyphens and parenthesis are ignored by VitalPoint software consult modem manufacturer on PC if hyphens or parenthesis cause a problem. Please do not enter a password as its already there.
